1. Remove both left and right saddlebags and set them aside.

2. Loosen the bolt from the pinch clamp on the front end of each
muffler.

3. Remove the two 5/16" bolts that mount the muffler to the

saddlebag supports. Repeat this step on the opposite muffler.

Remove the stock mufflers and set them aside. NOTE: It may be

necessary to use a penetrating lubricant to loosen the muffler from

the head pipe.

5. Leaving the grommets in place, remove the stock mounting brackets
from the rubber grommets located on the saddlebag supports.
NOTE: Inspect the grommets, if they are damaged they will need to
be replaced.

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Install the muffler support brackets #645-P on the right side and #646-P on the left side (supplied), see (Figures 1 & 2).

Install the band clamps (supplied) over the front of each muffler with the bolt facing down.

On 2009 and later models it may be necessary to loosen the stock heat shields before installing the mufflers.

Take extra care not to scratch the muffler and heat shield during installation.

Slide right side muffler on. NOTE: Dent will be on the inside.

Slide a Nut Plate inside the bracket welded to the muffler and attach the muffler to the mounting bracket using two 5/16 flange bolts (supplied,).
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Torque the band clamps to 40-44 ft. Ibs. Slide the saddle bag support bracket as far as possible reward before tightening the two flange boilts.
Torque the bolts to 18 ft. Ibs.

Repeat installation procedure for opposite muffler.

After installation and before starting motorcycle, completely clean pipes and mufflers with warm soapy water and a clean soft cloth that will not

leave a residue.
