This kit
will function identically to the factory system except
for being louder and much more responsive.

2. Test drive the vehicle. Listen for odd noises or
rattles and bx as necessary.

3. If road test is Pne, you can now enjoy the added
power and performance from your kit.

4. K&N Engineering, Inc., suggests checking the air
plter element periodically for excessive dirt build-up.
When the element becomes covered in dirt (or once
a year), service it according to the instructions on
the Recharger® service kit, part number 99-5050 or
99-5000.
